Patriot, based in eastern Pennsylvania, specializes in buying properties
no longer used, or underused, fixing them up and then leasing them
back out at full capacity.

Erik Kolar, president and chief executive officer of Patriot Equities, uses
the term “right-sizing” for what happened to York. The market adjusted,
so York adjusted.

“It's a great infill site,” Kolar said.

Kolar has a plan for the rest of the property that involves tearing down
a bit but letting the rest in place. It'll be a commercial real estate
property, with a similar function to the many strip-mall looking office
complexes lining York's periphery.

But, he said, leaving and using the former York International
buildings will help keep the “historic fabric” of the site.

Patriot has used this type of development model on about 18
million square feet of property nationwide.
